1.) 2.) Benefit to Landfill Owner or Stakeholder to Adopt and Implement LGB-related Innovative Designs,Improved Processes, or New Technology (20 points) Focus is on increasing the quantity and quality of LGB recovered for energy production, opportunities for odor reduction, migration prevention, beneficial end use, or improvements in community relations. What LGB policies, practices and innovations were implemented and embraced as part of your project(s)? With what results? Over what period of time? How was your organization influential in those improvements? What methods did you use to accomplish your goals? What challenges did you encounter and how did you overcome them? What do you consider to be your greatest success? 
3.) Innovation and Contribution to LGB Industry (20 points) Focus is on innovative concepts that have helped a landfill owner or stakeholder to improve LGB collection efficiency and/or deliver the gas to an innovative or impressive end use project(s).
